The weanlings have just on 2
weeks to go before they leave for the Weanling and Breeding Stock sale. There
are 4 entered in the Winter Thoroughbred Sale in Sydney on July 3. The draft
consists of: a mare in foal to Shaft, two yearlings, and an un-raced 2yo. The 2yo
filly, Lime Squeeze (Exceed & Excel x Lets Get Even (USA)), is a half to
Vanquish Delight (x Redoute’s Choice) who won his last start in Hong Kong on
the 28™ of May over 2200m. He is an Amarina Farm graduate, sold to the Hong
Kong Jockey club for $275,000 at the 2007 Easter Yearling Sale. This is also the
family of the Group 3 winning Get Square (x Redoute’s Choice). The entries can
be viewed on our website www.amarinafarm.com.au on the sales page.

Singapore export Be Brave (Giant’'s Causeway x Phantom Affair) ran second
over 1000m in the third start of his career. The 3yo was sold for $4,000 at the
2007 Classic Yearling Sale and is proving to be a bargain at that price.

Impulsive Dream (Encosta De Lago x Fayfa), who ran second in the G2
Schweppes Sires Produce Stakes, added some black type to the page of the
Watson Bloodstock owned Doduo (Danehill x Fayfa). Doduo is in foal to Lohnro
this season.

There were two runners of interest at Sandown midweek. First up in the 4™ was
Spare a Dime (Encosta De Lago x Smidgin) who smoked the field to win by 6
lengths. Smidgin is owned by Glentree Downs and is in foal to Coolmore
freshman sire Excellent Art.

The second runner was the exciting Starfish (Redoute’s Choice x Stella
Cadente). The 3yo filly ran 3" following her win a fortnight ago.

2008 Easter graduate Lipstick (More Than Ready x Homecoming Queen) won
on debut at Goulburn over 1000m. She was purchased by Vin Cox for $280,000
and is in training with Mat Smith. This is a huge result and we will watch her with
interest. (Good work to anyone who paid attention to her trial result in last
week’s newsletter and backed her!).

Sat 6/6

The value of the Gary Plowman owned Crepe De Chine (NZ) (Pins x Gio)
increased when her full sister Glam Slam took out the Listed AR Creswick
Stakes at Flemington. Crepe De Chine was a G3 winner herself, and is in foal to
Fastnet Rock this season. She also has a cracking Fastnet Rock weanling colt
who is at Amarina as well.

Music Maestro (Stravinsky x Iman), who is a half to the SF Bloodstock owned
Imananabaa (x Anabaa), was successful when winning the 3yo Handicap over
2000m at Randwick. Imananabaa won her recent trial and is aiming for the
Winter Stakes in Queensland.

Another kiwi connection tasted success when Starry Light (Danehill Dancer x
Starry Strike) ran 3" later in the day at Randwick. Starry Strike, a New
Zealand bred mare, is also owned by Gary Plowman.
