Sales News

By the time you are reading this the sales contingent will be settled at the Gold Coast and well into the swing of Magic Millions.  This fortnight we will wrap up our yearling preview by 
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looking at a final three.  The first is lot # 882, the grey colt by Elvstroem out of Snow Squall (pictured left).  To be sold on behalf of Wood Nook, he is a lovely bodied colt and will be offered in the 5th session on the Sunday.  Snow Squall herself was a winner, and is a half sister to Manikato Stakes winner You Remember.  Snow Squall has a Hard Spun filly at foot.
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Lot #67 is our second draft member to go through the ring (pictured above).  By Redoute’s Choice out of Bal Des Sirenes, the colt is a full to our top sold yearling in 2009.  The $620,000 2yo colt is with Kris Lees and named Samantha’s Knight.  Though not overly big, this yearling colt is very correct and can really walk (He would also not take much in maintenance costs as he has the metabolism of a Shetland pony and pretty much lives on the smell of an oily rag!).  For regular readers of the newsletter, you may recognize this as the family of Naku Penda (x Flying Spur) who has won several times at Belmont.  Bal des Sirenes,a winner in France, is also the dam of G3 winner Britt’s best, and has an Exceed & Excel filly at foot.
Our final lot to look at is #599.  This is a More Than Ready filly out of Danehill mare Smarts.
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She is well muscled filly with plenty of attitude.  Last year’s colt out of Smarts sold for $200,000 at Easter, and has reportedly broken in well and is in work in Victoria.  Smarts herself was a Group placed runner, and there are several with black type mentioned in the pedigree including Smart Road, Smart Maxie, and Vain Fury.  More Than Ready himself needs no introduction, being a G1 winner and champion sire. The More Than Ready-Danehill cross has already been successful producing Benicio, and Perfectly Ready.  Hopefully this filly is the next to join this list.  Smarts has a More Than Ready colt at foot.

26/12- Boxing Day races had Amarina related runners across the country.  Perhaps most notable was the race-day debut by The Opera House (Zabeel x Carmina Burana).  Probably Amarina’s most well-known sale graduate, though more for her colour thus far, the 3yo filly finished 5th at  Newcastle.  She was the quickest out of the gates, and put in a reasonable run to warrant backing her when she lines up next.

The big run of the day went to Here De Angels (Dehere x Angelic Belle) when he took out the Listed Christmas Stakes at Caulfield.  The 6yo gelding carried the big weight of 59kg, and had the run of the race to finish in front.  Angelic Belle is now a permanent resident at Amarina and has a full brother to Here De Angels at foot, an exciting prospect.

Also at Caulfield was the 2yo Nuclear Chicken (Rock of Gibraltar x Private Indy) having her first start.  Trained by David Hayes, the filly went on to finish 5th which was a good effort for her debut.  She is a half to Limealicious, who has returned to the track after a spell and should have another start soon.  Private Indy is owned by Frank Meduri and is in foal to Haradasun.
At Ballarat Maxikam (Distant Music x Springfire) made it two in a row when wining race 7 over 1400m.  As mentioned last fortnight, Springfire is another Amarina resident, and is in foal to Myboycharlie.

On a slow track at Doomben Absent Friends (Dehere x Lady Mulan) rewarded punters by running 3rd and paying $5.60.  He is a half to Hollaback, who is in foal to Lohnro this year, and has a strong Snitzel colt at foot.

27/12- Merryvale (Zabeel x Spottswoode) had her 3rd start and broke her maiden status when winning at Mornington.  The 3yo filly was born at Amarina for clients Wood Nook Farm.  This year Spottswoode has a good looking Flying Spur colt at foot, and was served by Rock of Gibraltar before returning to Victoria.
