Sales News

The Melbourne sales are underway at the moment. We had a few yearlings go through owned by our Victorian clients.
On the first day the Fusaichi Pegasus x Tirolize colt was passed in for $17,500, this is a half to the Not A Single Doubt
weanling filly on the farm at the moment. A General Nediym x Storming Bai colt was sold for $55,000 to Portelli
Racing. Storming Bai has an Elvstroem colt at foot. The Contract Racing bred Elusive Quality x Ride the Rapids colt,
a half to promising 2-year-old Orinoco, went for $30,000. On the second day the Exceed and Excel x Country Lodge
colt went for $150,000 to Mick Price Racing and Breeding. She has a full brother to this at foot. Another Exceed and
Excel out of Caledonia Rose sold for $50,000. These were all the results available at the time of print.

The Easter yearlings are well into their prep and looking great. The parade season kicks off on the 12th leading into a
(fingers crossed) busy and successful sales.

Amarina Runners

Wed 18/2

The family of Rich Resource had another winner with Call to Ransom (Red Ransom x Rich Resource) coming first past
the post at Ascot in the two-year-old race. This is another bonus for the family of the Anabaa x Rich Resource colt
going through the ring at Easter.

Sat 21/2

The punters among us had a busy day on Saturday watching the numerous Amarina linked horses running around the
country. At Caufield Gallica (Redoute’s Choice x Swing Queen), sold by Amarina at the 2007 Magic Millions, finished
second in the Group 2 B M W Angus Armanasco Stakes. She loaded in the gates as favourite and was given a good run
by Damien Oliver but failed to find anything extra in the final few meters and was beaten convincingly by Gold Water.

In the Blue Diamond Stakes the Amarina born and Contract Racing bred Reward For Effort (Exceed and Excel x Miss
Prospect) stormed home to win the Group 1 2 year-old prize. Favourite Rostova (Testa Rossa x Space Talk), who
features in the pedigree of the Anabaa x Rich Resource colt entered in the Sydney Easter Yearling sale, failed to deliver
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finishing fifth. The rumor circulating via the media is that her disappointing performance was due to the fact she
swallowed her tongue. Reward For Effort is currently the highest ranked 2-year-old in Australia, followed by Rostova.

At Cheltenham Lannaki (Redoute’s Choice x Wooly) had her first start over 1000m. Despite finishing 7th in my opinion
(for what its worth) she put in a huge run. After being discounted by all, including the commentator who said her group
could be forgotten, she fought on and finished strongly. She was consigned by Amarina at the 2008 Magic Millions
Yearling sale but was passed in for $375,000. Lannaki’s Dam, Wooly, is on the farm at present. Her yearling (x
Fastnet Rock) has just returned from the breakers for a spell, she has a Fastnet Rock Colt weanling and has tested
positive to Fastnet Rock again this season. Wooly has also produced Lan Air Cel (x Fusaichi Pegasus) who has won in
South Africa. Silks, who is a full sister to Lan Air Cel, is also on the farm. She was unraced and has tested positive to
Foreplay this season. Both Silks and Wooly are owned by Perrin Legal.

The run of the day went to Cardinal Virtue (Elusive Quality x Valourina). Paying $5 he rewarded all those who backed
the Lee Freedman trained 3-year-old colt. Owned by Sheik Mohamad, this was his second win from five starts. The SF
Bloodstock owned Valourina is a permanent resident at Amarina. She is a handy mare herself, having won seven races
and just over $200,000 in stakes money, and leaving several other winners including Timbourina (x Timber Country)
who won at Group 2 level, Gallantree (x Timber Country), Media (x Gilded Time) also a Group 2 winner, and Valadon
(x Woodman). Valourina currently has a Redoute’s Choice weanling.

Sunday 22/2

Sunday’s racing was fairly dismal with not much to report on. The best placed run of the day was Fantastic Carat
(Fantastic Light x Twenty One Carat), who ran second at the Sunshine Coast over 2000m. This pedigree has been
mentioned in previous newsletters, with the Denis Ryan owned Twenty One Carat also being the dam of Amarina
residents Sigrun and Lady Damosel.

Having her second start at Wyong was Red Spot Special (Red Ransom x Spottswoode). Unfortunately she only finished
6th, but it was an improvement on her last start. This filly was sold by Amarina clients Wood Nook Farm at the 2007
Inglis Premier Sale for $80,000. Amarina consigned the half-brother at this year’s Magic Millions sale on behalf of
Wood Nook, he was sold for $200,000 to Hong Kong. Spottswoode won 4 races, including the Group 3 Manawatu
Classic, she was served by Flying Spur this season. This is also the family of Sixty Seconds who won six races
including the Group 1 STC Arrowfield Stud Stakes. Amarina is selling an Encosta De Lago x Sixty Seconds filly at the
Easter Sales in April. She is a lovely big filly with an amazing disposition. Sixty Seconds is in foal to Hussonet this
season and has a Rock of Gibralter weanling filly.
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Twenty One Carat and 2008 Anabaa filly Firsaan (Elusive Quality x River Express)

Tuesday 24/2

At Cantabury Starry Light (Danehill Dancer x Starry Strike) ran third over 1550m. He is out of the New Zealand bred
mare currently on Amarina and owned by Gary Plowman.

At Kyneton Firsaan (Elusive Quality x River Express) clocked up his first win of his career following some promising
placing’s up to 1100m. The three-year-old gelding, trained by David Hayes, was bred by Contract Racing and was sold
by Amarina at the 2007 Easter Sale for $475,000 to Shadwell Australia. This is a consistent horse that looks to have
more than a pocketful of talent. River Express has tested positive to Darley stallion Commands this season.

Saturday 28/2

This weekend had average results with a number of runners finishing at the tail of the field. There were two runners at
Caulfield, both expected to deliver big things. Road To Rock (Encosta De Lago x Trewornan) won easily in the Listed
Sporting Bet Gold Cup under Damien Oliver. This is doing huge things for the half-sister yearling that is on the farm at
the moment. She is by Snitzel, who like Encosta De Lago, is from the Northern Dancer line.

In the next race Light Fantastic (Danehill Dancer x Leica or Not) stepped out as second favorite in the Group 1 Futurity
Stakes. Everybody’s heart was with jockey Craig Newitt who was on board determined to ride despite only just
learning his father had been killed in a car accident. After been given a good ride and looking like the winner, Niconero
(Danzero x Nicola Lass) just got up to beat Light Fantastic on the line. Niconero is a half to the mare Recooperate (x
General Nediym) currently living at Amarina. Recooperate is in foal to Fastnet Rock this season and is owned by Mr
Peter Devitt, Mr Les Gordon, and Lindsay Park Racing.

At Eagle Farm Three Swallows (Stravinsky x Horlicks) attempted to back up from his win at Caufield, but only
managed second place. The consistent five-year-old is continuing to improve the pedigree of his half sister, the Graham
De Gruchy owned Mocha, who is in foal to Holy Roman Emperor.

Regular runner Art Success (Pentire x Zabelette) must have subscribed to the newsletter and had a crack at proving me
wrong. He didn’t necessarily succeed but it was a huge run by his standards to finish 5th. This is definitely more
promising for the full sister yearling at Amarina.

In the Group 3 Millie Fox Stakes Imananabaa (Anabaa x Iman) struggled in her first attempt on Australian soil.
Recently purchased by an Amarina client, Imananabaa has been leased back to her previous owners to complete the
