


Racing & Trials

Trials: 11/5- Hawkesbury. Lipstick (More Than Ready x Homecoming
Queen), who was a $280,000 purchase at the 2008 Easter Yearling Sale ran
second in her trial for unraced 2 year-olds.

Cranbourne: There were two runners of note in the same heat.
Orinoco (Exceed and Excel x Ride the Rapids) , sold for $300,000 at the 2008
Easter Yearling Sale, and Mr Tipple (Bel Esprit x Serious Drink) , a full to the
Sexton family owned yearling colt who spelled at Amarina last year. Both
finished mid field in an 800m trial that posted one of the fastest times of the
morning.

One of the later trials in the day was won by Ocean Dream (Redoute’s Choice
x Joolzy) over 800m in 47.57secs. This is a half to the Encosta De Lago colt
who was passed in at the recent Easter Yearling Sale. Both were bred by Wood
Nook Farm. Joolzy has an Elvstroem weanling filly, and was served by Hard
Spun last season.

14/5: Rosehill- Las Ventas (Redoute’s Choice x Feminine Wiles) ran 2nd in
the 3yo open trial over 900m. It has been just over 3 months since the filly’s last
start in which she ran 3rd. There is a half sister weanling by Fastnet Rock
entered under Amarina in the Australian Weanling and Breeding Stock Sale in
Sydney next month.

25/5: Cranbourne: Suzebabe (Testa Rossa x Springfire) stepped out for her
first trial and put in a good effort to finish 3rd . Springfire is part of the ever
increasing SF Bloodstock broodmare band. At Belmont Stiking Guru (Exceed
& Excel x Glitzy Guru) ran second. This was his 3rd trial to date. Glitzy Guru is
owned by Coral View Lodge, has an Elvstroem weanling, and is in foal to
Oratorio.

Informality (Elusive Quality x Call Me Kathleen ) posted his third win from four
starts at Randwick-Kensington over 1550m. He was withdrawn from the 2007
Easter Yearling draft and is now in training with John O’Shea.

16/5

The Luskin Star mare Kyrie had a good day at Canterbury Park. Onthelookout
(xBeautiful Crown) ran second in the 5th over 1200m. This was followed up by
Universal Boy’s (xUniversal Prince) 3rd place in the last race over 11 00m. The
yearling filly, x Grandera, is another owned by the Sexton family. She recently
left Amarina Farm to be broken in.

Representing Amarina in Singapore was Be Brave (Giant’s Causeway x
Phantom Affair) who was sold for $4000 at the 2007 Classic Yearling Sale. He
ran 3rd over 1400m in the second start of his career.

Further south in Otaki, NZ, Hill of Gold (Exceed & Excel x Queen of the Blues)
ran second over 1 300m. The 3yo colt was sold for $125,000 at the 2007 Classic
Yearling Sale.

At Cranbourne Starfish (Redoute’s Choice x Stella Cadente) benefited from
the addition of blinkers and won the 3yo fillies race convincingly over 1 000m.
Trained by David Hayes, this is her second win this campaign. She is a full to
the filly sold at this years Magic Millions sale for $200,000 to Belmont Bloodstock.

In the 5th race at Sandown Worktheroom (Bel Esprit x Social Scene) followed
up his last start win taking his tally to two from two when winning over 1 300m.
This is a half to the proven galloper Zipping (x Danehill) who is G1 placed and a
multiple G2 winner. Worktheroom was sold for $160,000 at the 2007 Easter
Yearling Sales.

21/5

2007 Select Weanlings Sale Graduate Born Glory (Kempinsky x Thorium) ran
3rd in Northam, WA. This is the 2yo filly’s first start following two barrier trials.
She was sold for $8000 to John Chalmers Bloodstock and is in work with Edward
Robinson at Ascot.

The heavy rain leading up to the weekend achieved one thing; it proved that
many of the Amarina related runners do not like getting their toes muddy. At
Caufield in the 2yo race Ocean Dream (Redoute’s x Joolzy) made her race day
debut following her trial win on the 1 1th of this month. Stuck at the rear of the
field she managed to make a lot of ground in the finishing stages to run home
strongly for 5th . In the same race Flying Strike (Stravinsky x Starry Strike) did
not appreciate the blinkers on, and finished further down the field. Starry Strike is
a NZ bred mare owned by Gary Plowman.

At Morphettville Naku Penda (Flying Spur x Bal Des Sirenes) ran 5th in the 3yo
handicap over 1200m on a good track. This was his first run with blinkers off
which may have provided the excuse for an average performance. This is a half
to the $620,000 Redoute’s Choice colt sold at this years Magic Millions Yearling
Sale. Bal Des Sirenes is a Wood Nook Farm mare.

Music Maestro (Stravinsky x Iman) ran 4th at Randwick over 2000m on a heavy
track. This was the 3yo geldings 4th start of his career, and over the longest
distance he has yet to travel. Music Maestro is a half to SF Bloodstock owned
Imananabaa who is in work with David Payne, looking to line up again in the
near future.

24/5

The 4yo mare Pride of Ardrossan (Desert Sun x Royal Sencherec) won by 6
1/2 lengths when racking up her second win of her career. Running over 11 00m
at the Sunshine Coast, she is another runner reaping the rewards of having
blinkers on for the first time. Royal Sencherec has a General Nediym weanling
and is in foal to Librettist this season.

Gunna Happen (Flying Spur x Happen) ran 2nd at on the Sky Channel Gold
Nowra Cup. The 6yo gelding is a half to two yearlings that Amarina have sold at
the 2007 and 2008 yearling sales. These are now named Whatever Happens
and Overspeed.

Retired mare Lockley’s Dance had a Quest for Fame gelding run at Bathurst.
Little Shrek ran 3rd in his third start of this campaign.

Red Spot Special (Red Ransom x Spottswoode) fronted up a fortnight after
her last start win and ran 3rd over 2400m at Randwick. After having proven form
in the wet the 3yo filly perhaps found the distance a stretch. This is another
Wood Nook Farm bred horse, the half brother (x Tale of the Cat) was sold under
Amarina’s banner at this years Magic Millions sale for $200,000.
